Timber Lake Camp: Solar Array Project update

William Schmitz briefly attended meeting to update board on solar project. They have met with Central Hudson. Initial findings have been that a new transformer and distribution lines will be required. Further study is needed as cost is a factor. 
Public Hearing: Francis Valerio Tax Map ID 128.00-3-23.1
Opened public hearing at 6:42pm. No one in attendance. No questions or concerns. Motion to close public hearing by Bev Dezan, seconded by Nancy Orr. Closed Public hearing at 6:43pm.
Approval of Minor Subdivision: Francis Valerio Tax Map ID 128.00-3-23.1
Motion to approve Francis Valerio minor subdivision by Jenni Cawein and seconded by Nancy Orr with none opposed. Therefore, motion carries with all in favor. Part 2 and 3 of SEQR form completed finding no significant adverse environmental impacts. All maps including mylar were signed by Jenni Cawein.
Minor Subdivision: Marium Moore Tax Map ID 145.00-1-5
Proposal to subdivide current acreage of 22 acres into 2 lots. Lot 1 – 5.2 acres, Lot 2 – 16.9 acres. Ms. Moore initially came to the planning board in November 2022. She has decided to subdivide using the natural boundary of Stare Route 23A. Her plan meets all zoning criteria, although the property is in the hamlet of Lexington boundary line. 

All planning board approvals are contingent upon DEP & DEC approvals.  A public hearing is set for June 11, 2023 at 6:30pm at Lexington, NY Town Hall.
Lexington Arts & Science: Application for Special Event

Jill Benson attended representing Alex Rodriguez and the Lexington Arts and Science special event application. The application is for Upstate Arts Weekend(s)  opening July 21-24, with an additional 2 weekends. Approximately 10 artists will be showing their works & wine is being served. Safety issues and concerns were discussed at length and a list of criteria was made to insure the safety of all in attendance as well as the public. An email was sent to Alex to outline criteria as follows:

- Certificate of Liability REQUIRED (email copy to PB Secretary)

-State Police or Sheriff office notified of event

-Code Enforcement inspection before event (contact Carl in CEO to set up inspection)

-All attendees stay in approved areas of building

-Event closes by 7pm each evening

-Private person directing cars to assure parking is off the main road

-Check with NYS liquor authority if day use permit is required since serving wine

Motion to approve special event application by Casey Scieszka and seconded by Bev Dezan, contingent upon all conditions set by planning board are met.

All in favor with none opposed, therefore motion carries.
